Mentoring Time!!!!

Who:  Any staff member can participate!  If you have a student in mind that you would like to have, just let me know.  If you do not have anyone in mind, but would like to participate, I can assign you to a student.  I can look at what grade level might be the best for you depending on what times you are available.  The students are picked because they might need a little one-on-one attention, has behavior issues, needs a positive role model in their life, needs a friend to talk to, needs more self-confidence…etc.
What: The mentoring program is where a student and staff member are paired up for the school year.  The mentor (staff member) will meet at least weekly to check in with each other (lunch, recess, helping in your classroom, happy grams…).  Ideally, I would really like them to be able to check in with you 3x a week just for a quick “hello, have a great day, or how was your day”.  This way a good relationship could be formed and it isn’t just the once a month thing.  I really want them to feel special and feel like you are on their side.  There will still be a monthly “social” with food, games, and activities for both of you to come in when you are available.  I will have a large sign in the mail room to let you know when the next “social” is going to take place.  I will e-mail as well.
Where/When: Staff and their mentees can meet anywhere on campus when it is convenient for you and the student.  I will be buying supplies, food, goodies, and treats for you and your mentee with the money.

Why: Some students benefit from some extra attention from an adult and need a positive role model in their life.  These students might have behavior problems that you could address with them.  They might have academic issues you could help them with by talking to their teacher.  They could have social issues you could help them with.  The more staff and students I can get, the better!  This is an awesome experience for both of you.  
Please put down any student that you feel would benefit from this program.  I am asking that if you put down a student, you will become a mentor for another child.  I will put a list together of staff/students and let you know who you have. Remember, if you have someone in mind that you would like to mentor, please let me know.  Some of you have asked me if you can do the same student as last year or have asked for a new student too.  Whatever you would like!  You just let me know what you want!
